 Incinerator
	Dave atteneded a meeting at Shire Hall on 10th March with SC planners who are solidly behind the refusal of the incinerator and will be appointing a planning consultant.  We have registered under rule 6.  Our Statement of Case is ready mainly citing climate change and the efficiency of the plant. Keith Kondaker, Shlomo Dowen and Tim Hill form UKWIN are on board.  Further to the £1,400 stated as required to finance this at our last meeting, additional funds will be required for Tim Hill.  SWIS has contributed their remaining funds to Keith and UKWIN. 
Our appeal to raise funds for the Incinerator appeal will continue through the summer.

Leaflets and posters are available on our website and members urged to download them and circulate around the town.  We will not make the 21/4 deadline for a Statement of Common Ground but we may be able to do this later.  By end August we need to submit our evidence and the appeal starts on 27th September.
Dave attended the UKWIN AGM last Saturday and was impressed.

	It was agreed to request a meeting with the new person in charge of Sustainable Transport and Cycling.  Phil agreed to write.  Cycle England funding has now ceased.  Some funding for schools and sport remains to be spent.  John Grimshaw from Sustrans visited recently and contributed suggestions.  Phil will respond to a letter in the Chronicle criticising the Smithfield Road crossing.

Steve reported on the HS² open debate in Birmingham.  There is firm support from the government  and it provides future transport infrastructure to move food around but the vote ended 2:1 against HS².
